CLIMATE

Belgrade has a moderate continental climate, with four seasons. August mean air temperature is 270C/810F. You  can  check  out the  weather  forecast  for  the  time  of  your  stay  in  Belgrade  at www.weather2umbrella.com.

TIME ZONE

Belgrade is located in the Central European time zone region—GMT+1.

DRINKING WATER

It is perfectly safe to drink tap water in Belgrade. Should you prefer bottled, note that water is available 24/7 at street stalls around the city.

LOCAL CURRENCY AND MONEY EXCHANGE
The local currency is Serbiand inar(RSD). Foreign currencies are easily exchanged to Dinar (RSD)at exchange offices and banks in Belgrade city centre or at the “NikolaTesla” airport. The current exchange rate may be checked on the website of the National Bank of Serbia www.nbs.rs/internet/english/index.html. All major credit cards are widely accepted.
DIALING CODES

The dialing code for Belgrade for domestic calls is 011. The international dialing code for Serbia is 381. To dial Belgrade from abroad you must dial the appropriate international code, e.g.00, followed by the dialing code for Serbia 381 and then the dialing code for the city(without the lead 0)11. In order to dial abroad from Belgrade you must dial international code 99, followed by the dialing code of the country, the dialing code of the town (without 0), and then finally the subscriber's number.
TAXI

All taxi vehicles are clearly marked by a unique sign of the taxi services in Belgrade placed on the roof of the vehicle. Passenger pays only the price of taxi ride according to the current pricelist and in the amount displayed on the taximeter at the end of the ride. The price includes transport of passenger’s personal luggage. Transportation of pets is possible with the driver’s consent. Negotiating a price for taxi services, where the taximeter is not switched on, is not recommended. A one-way ride within the city centre should not exceed 3 Euro, and a ride across the Danube and Sava rivers into other parts of the city up to 8 Euro. Taxis operate 24 hours aday. Please refer to the concierge at the Hotel lobby for assistance. Taxi start-up fee is RSD 170 and the rate per kilometer is 65, 85, 130 dinars for the 1st, 2nd, 3rd rate respectively.

Naxis taxi offers pre-arranged rides from/to the airport at a price of 1800 RSD. The ride can be booked via e-mail, or dialing (+381) 19804, stating the name of the passenger, flight number and the desired destination
PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION
City transport comprises buses, trams and trolleybuses. A ride costs RSD 72  (regardless of the form of transport) and tickets can be bought in tourist information centre in 5 Knez Mihajlova St. and at street stands marked with Bus Plus sign. You have to validate your ticket once you get on board. You can also buy a ticket on board, from the driver, for RSD 150. Daily card costs RSD 280 cover all types of public transport for the usage within 24h. Public transport runs from 04:00 to 00:00. During nightt-time, buses run at 1-hour intervals from 00:10 to 02:30. Travelers can also use time ticket valid for 75 minutes, which costs 100 dinars. All vehicles are equipped with GPS tracking, thus it is possible to find out the distance of the vehicle, either in number of stops or in minutes.
